
Fourth Lancashire Churches Sponsored Ride and Stride

Saturday 10th September, 2011
The National Churches Trust bike ride has become an annual event in many part of the country. Riders / striders are sponsored to visit churches across their county, the money raised being divided between the Trust and a church chosen by the rider. In 2008, a group of cycling enthusiasts from different churches in Preston set up the first such ride in Lancashire, and it has been steadily growing since then.

It is an opportunity for anyone to get out on their bike, with friends, family, as a church group, or alone; to have a nice day cycling – or walking – on quiet roads in lovely surroundings, or around the city of Preston; to visit some interesting churches across the Fylde; and to raise money to help with the upkeep of our local churches. 

This event is also part of the Hope  initiative of the Christian churches, encouraging churches to work together to serve their local communities and to live out more actively the good news of God’s love. Riders will receive a warm welcome in the churches, and most will have some refreshments and toilet facilities available.  
About 30 churches in Preston and across the Fylde will be open to welcome riders and walkers and to sign them in, between 10 am and 5 pm. There is no set route; a map is provided at our website, and using this and the list of churches you can choose your own route, visiting as many or as few churches as you wish.
